Thelatest and most current update on the passport situationsis as follows: As of
January 1%, 2008, all adults passing into the United States will need to have avalid picture
ID (state drivers license or state issued ID card) along with a birth certificate if you do not
have avalid passport. Of course, if you have already obtained your passport, it is best to
utilize it when coming to the Mission for your trips. Asof June or July, all individuals
crossing will then need a passport. For individuals such as children or young teenagers who
do not have their passport as of January 1%, they will need avalid birth certificate, and is best
if they travel with a parent or guardian.

2007! What ayear of God’s labor and blessing. Faith Mission Int. in Mexico was able to feed
and give food stuffs 100,000 times to thousands of people, but more importantly they heard the
gospel of Jesus Christ (The Bread of Life) preached and many received the good news and were
saved.

God gives us the privilege to preach the gospel on the radio five times
aweek for $100.00, with the station reaching a radius of 150 miles, with a potential audience of
500,000 listeners. Recently a couple approached us and shared this story with me. Pastor Tim,
welivein avillage 1 %2 hours away from Cd. Acuna, and in our village there were no churches,
pastors or missionaries. We began to listen to you on the radio, and as a result we have given our
livesto the Lord. We could go on and on, but we give thanks for all of your support and prayers.
