It’ s that time of the year again, where the leaves are turning their fall colors, and some of you are 
beginning to make plans for the coming winter.  Before we know it, the Thanksgiving and Christmas 
holidays will be upon us.  We would like to place before you some items to be in prayer about, as 
well, as to what part you, your family or church can participate in; being a blessing to the multitude 
of children and people who will be looking forward in hope this year to a blessing from someone just 
like you.   

Blankets  - Gifts - Care Boxes  
Each year, it is our goal to be able to purchase 1000 new blankets.  We are able to purchase these 
blankets at a very reasonable price of $5.00 per blanket. There are many who do not have a blanket to 
keep them warm in the cold nights to come for the next few months.  The week of 10/19 to 10/26 
saw the night temperatures in the 40’s and 50’s, which are cold nights this early in the year.  In 
addition to the blankets, you may desire to send a gift of $5.00 or more towards the purchasing of a 
gift that will then be distributed directly to the children at Faith Mission and Acuna MX.  However, 
should you desire to prepare gift boxes and send them to the mission, we ask that you send them via 
Federal Express or United Parcel Service.  Please be sure the boxes are clearly marked for a boy or 
girl and approx. age the care box would be for. 
Please be sure any offering you send for the blankets or gifts is clearly indicated on your offering.     
 

Passpor ts 
We would like to update everyone regarding changes that will be happening with the Passport 
situation beginning January 1st, 2008.  As of now, anyone planning to come to Faith Mission and go 
to Mexico will need to have a valid passport to cross back and forth into Mexico beginning 
01/01/2008.  There has been talk back and forth about possible extensions, but it is our feeling that 
you should plan on having your passport as of the first of the year if you are coming to the Mission.  
This will include children as well as adults.  So if your group is making plans for a short term 
missions trip, we recommend that you submit your applications well in advance, at least three months, 
before your trip.

(and for some, they have come multiple times throughout the years), less than 5% assist with 
support in the form of an offering after their stay with us.  We pray that your experiences here 
were not simply a one time experience to be forgotten, but that as God was faithful to minister to 
the areas of your life in your time of need by coming to Faith Mission, that you will pray about 
continuing to help those in need in Mexico.   
 
We recognize and acknowledge that there are needs all around us, and that there are a multitude 
of requests for financial support from many valid and good ministries.  But it is our hope that as 
you had an opportunity to experience firsthand what God is doing with Faith Mission in Mexico, 
that you will choose to be a part of this work, as we look to the Lord for even greater things into 
the future.   
 
Thank you to all of you who have not only responded in the past, but to those who have 
continued faithfully in support of this ministry financially and prayerfully.  We pray the Lord’s 
hand of divine provision be yours in all areas of your life in Christ Jesus.
